From Death to Life
Sermon Questions for Romans 6:1-14

SCRIPTURE

Review of the first 5 chapters of Romans: Paul has basically been talking about grace. For the first two and a half chapters, he explained why we desperately need grace—because we could never keep the rules well enough; and in the next two and a half chapters, he tells us how God’s grace came and rescued us at the cross. We now can be right with God not by what we do, but by trusting in what Jesus did. In other words: grace. 
Crawl: 

1. Have you ever encountered the statement, all religions are basically the same? How do you respond to these claims?
2.  Who is the nicest person you know? What makes them stand out in your mind? 
3. Has anyone demonstrated grace to you in a way that made a lasting impression on you? 
Walk: 

4. When did you first encounter the grace of God? 
Read Romans 6:1-2a
5. What is the modern equivalent of this concern/question?
6. Given the two traps (or ditches) of legalism vs licentious, which are you more susceptible too? Is one worse than the other? In what ways?

Read Romans 2b-11 Count Yourself

7. Since coming to Christ, do you view others differently? In what ways?
8. Since coming to Christ, do you view yourself differently? In what ways?

9. Is there something in your life that needs to change for you to better represent what Christ has done? In other words, is there something that you are still holding on to that others may get the wrong impression about Christ from?

10. Have you been baptized? What does baptism symbolize? If you have not been baptized, what keeps you from it?
11.  What does it mean to be dead to sin? (v6-7) What does it mean practically for you? Where does sin still feel alive? 
12. If you imagine two strong creatures inside you, sin and the power of the resurrection, which one is being fed more by you? In other words, are you strengthening your reliance upon the resurrection or on sin? 

13. What are some ways you can strengthen the resurrection in your life? What are ways you can starve sin that you are currently not doing?

14. We know responding in sinful ways causes destruction, what does responding according to the resurrection cause? What does it give to us and others?
15. What does living according to the resurrection look like for you? (See Galatians 2:20)

Read Romans 6:12-14 Offer Yourself

16.  How would allowing sin to reign look like in your life? Would others know? 
17. Dave used the example of offering our lips to sin vs the Lord. Discuss the contrast over this one body part. As appropriate in your group, discuss a variety of body parts and the contrast between offering them to sin and to service of the Lord.

18. How can you reach out to others in offering yourself to service for the Lord? 

19. What could this group do in order to allow Christ to reign in our neighborhoods, towns, and work places?

20. In what ways can we extend the reign and rule of Christ in our areas of influence? What can we do this week to make an impact?
